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Tell us something about yourself.  Where are you from, 
how long have you been living in Italy, and why did you 

move to Italy? 
Wendy, thank you for the opportunity to be 
interviewed.  I am American/ Italian, born in 
Massachusetts, but have lived in the four corners of 
the U.S., and in Mexico, before coming to Italy.  My 
husband, Brian, and I, along w ith our dog, Quin, 
moved to Rome almost two years ago.  My four 
grandparents were Italian and IÕve always had a 
yearning for Italy.  But, what actually brought us 
here is a tall tale, with all the elements of an 
intriguing book, and best set aside for a fireside chat. 

What is your profession? 
I was trained in the U.S. and worked many years as 
an Aesthetician, Massage Therapist and Permanent 
Makeup Artist.  I now specialize in Permanent 
Makeup. 

Tell me more about itÉ  
Permanent Makeup is the application of pigment into 
the skin, that is, tattoo.  I enhance facial features, as 
does a regular makeup artist. The difference is, that 
permanent makeup is usually subtler; that is, 
something that becomes a regular part of your facial 
features.  Because itÕs done on the face, where the 
skin is thinner than the body, it lasts from two to six 
years, unlike a body tattoo.  I use a gentle, non 
electrical, hand method, and special pigments that 
give a soft, natural look.  ItÕs really quite amazing.  
To my knowledge, this hand method is not yet used 
in Italy, other than by myself. 
For those not familiar w ith permanent makeup, the 
procedures that I do are: 
Eyebrows Ð to fil l  in where hairs are lost, create a 
brow arch, or add color 
Eyeliner Ð to enhance, and also to eliminate the need 
to Òtouch upÓ through out the day 
Lips- to give  color, definition, correct a shape, or 
make larger 
Breast Areola reconstruction- after disfiguring 
surgery 
My studio, Wi ldwood Aesthetics Services, is in 
A lbano.  I also work in Rome with Plastic Surgeon 
Dr.A.Paci, by Piazza Euclide, and Fuego, a day spa 
by metro Numidio Quadrato.  Examples of my work 
can be seen at these three studios and also, at Noi 
salon, in Piazza del Popolo. 

Why do you like your job? 
My profession is an extension of my personal l ife, 
which revolves around physical, emotional and 
spiritual wellness.  I believe, to be a whole person, 
spiritual and emotional growth are essential, w ithout 
which, physical beauty would be an empty shell.  
But, human beings are also very visual, and personal 
physical beauty is desirable at any age.  As a 
Permanent Makeup Artist, I assist women to express 
their individual beauty.  I truly feel privileged and 
thril led when I work w ith my clients to create their 
desired ÒlookÓ. 

February Mem berÕs Prof i le 
Have you found working here different from working in 

the U.S.? 
Everyone wants to look their best, but sometimes 
people are hesitant about change and nervous 
about the result.  The key is to establish a trusting 
relationship so the client knows that you 
understand her individual needs and desires, and 
that you are capable of creating what she wants.  I 
worked in progressive areas of the U.S., so creating 
that bond of trust was a bit easier than it is here in 
Italy.  But, I believe that my business w ill grow as 
people come to know my work and me. 

What about your hobbies and interests?  How do you 
spend your spare time? 

I LOVE to dance !!! My current dance obsession is 
Ballroom.  IÕm very technique oriented and would 
like to find a partner and compete again.  Plus, 
Òdressing upÓ in costumes is really fun!  When else 
do we have Òsocial permissionÓ to be so 
flamboyant? 
But, the most important thing in my l ife is 
meditation and spiritual practice.  Anyone who 
knows me for five minutes finds out that I am 
vegetarian (as are my husband and dog).  

Any hopes and/or plans for the future? 
I have Italian citizenship.  Brian and I w ish to 
remain in Italy the rest of our lives.  This country is 
soooo beautiful and we love the people.  In moving 
here, I feel that IÕve returned home. 
A last word about the PWA?  What brought you to the 

association and what do you think of it? 
I joined the PWA  about four months ago.  I am a 
great advocate of networking. Anecdotically, I 
frequently find myself promoting other peoplesÕ 
businesses.   So, I came to PWA  to establish a 
network w ith other professional women.  Of 
course, I hope to make friends in the process.  
Lastly, I w il l be interviewing other PWA  members 
for future issues of the newsletter.
